Minutes and Matters Arising
Police checks – SY said that everyone present apart from Jo had been checked with Education.  It is a good idea for all members to be CRBed to make things easier when they come into school.  SY still has plenty of blank CRB forms if anyone requires one.
Drum kit –Amelia thanked the PTA for the new drumkits and brought along a recording of students using the new equipment.
AGM – Minimum of 25 people according to the constitution, but we are not able to do this anymore, possibly because of increased work commitments.  Two years ago, the AGM was combined with cheese and wine and a talk by the Director about the new school and even then, hardly anyone stayed.
